As requested by your office, we are hereby submitting a wetland determination 

(Jurisdictional Determination) study for approximately 200 acres located at Algarrobos 

and Sabanetas Wards within the Mayagtiez peripheral urban expansion area. The 

objective of the study is to determine the size and delineation of the wetland areas within 

the study limits and since the soil criteria is absent for most of the pits in our study, we 

have established the Jurisdictional Line using the COE 1787 Wetlands Delineation 

Manual, emphasizing on section B, D and F of Part IV (Methods). 

Finally the implementation of 1995 Executive Order Num. 12898 regarding DoD 

(COE), Department of Defense's Environmental Justice Strategy on behalf of 10,000 

people living on 3 surrounding Low Income Communities.

INTRODUCTION
